Student Contract

I ________________________________________________ agree to: 

· Participate as a student of Jacksonville Ballet Theatre for the 201-2012 dance year through June 2012.  

· Meet the recommended number of classes for ballet training for my designated level.

· Participate in the year-end performance to demonstrate achievement of skills learned.

· Pay all tuition fees by the first class of each month, including full tuition for June.  Pay a late fee of $20 for any monthly tuition that is not received by the 10th day of each month.  There are no discounts for missed classes.   

· Pay all performance and costume fees by the deadline defined for each performance.  I understand that these fees are non-refundable.   

· Pay pro-rated tuition for any classes added mid-month during the contract year.  

· Provide a 30-day notice of reduction of classes and/or cancellation of this entire contract.  I understand I must pay full class tuition through and including the effective date of cancellation, regardless of whether I attend classes or not.  I understand I must pay any outstanding fees that were due prior to the effective date of cancellation.

· Adhere to JBT‘s Code of Conduct.  I understand that breach of any of the Code of Conduct stipulations is grounds for dismissal from JBT.  In the case of dismissal, all monetary obligations through the end of the dismissal month must be paid in full.
Code of Conduct

Class uniform  

Female students:  black leotard, pink ballet tights, ballet or Pointe shoes, hair in ballet bun.  Short, tight-fitting black sweaters and black or pink leg warmers may be worn as needed.  Any color short chiffon ballet skirt may be worn.  NO JEWELRY PLEASE

Male students: black tights or shorts, white t-shirt, white socks, black or white ballet shoes.  

Baggy clothing is not allowed.  The instructor needs to see the exact positioning of the body to provide the highest quality technique instruction.

Students will only be allowed into the classroom with the appropriate uniform and shoes.

Number of Classes & Attendance

The number of classes per week is determined with the instructor based on the level of the student.  Just as any athlete must train on a daily basis, so must the serious ballet student.

Students are expected to arrive in time to be stretched out and warmed up prior to class start time and stay for the duration of the class or rehearsal.  Every effort will be made to maintain class and rehearsal start and stop times.  Students being fully prepared to BEGIN class at the scheduled time allows everyone to stay on schedule.  

Classroom/Rehearsal Behavior

Students must be focused and must maintain a serious attitude of learning in the classroom.  All interactions must demonstrate respect for instructors and other students.  Side conversations with other students distract from the focus of learning and are not allowed.  

Cell phones must be kept off during class time.  Chewing gum is also not allowed.    

Parent/Instructor Interaction

To ensure complete focus of students and instructors during class time, please do not attempt to have discussions with instructors between or during classes.  Classes are scheduled back-to-back.  It is imperative that students move quickly into and out of the classroom to maintain class start times.   If a parent or student has questions, comments or concerns, please leave a message for Dulce at 904-727-7515.  You can also contact a member of the board with your concerns or email jaxballettheatre@yahoo.com.  Parents are welcome to come into the studio to observe classes during the last week of the month only.  Standing or sitting near the studio door causes disruption and is not allowed.    

Contract Commitment

Dancer contracts are required for yearly registration and for each performance.  

Students commit to meeting the recommended number of ballet classes based on their designated level.  It is strongly recommended that JBT students take all ballet and Pointe classes at JBT.  (Performing Arts School dance programs are an exception.)    Due to the variety of styles and techniques taught at ballet companies and studios, most serious ballet companies require their students to take all ballet and Pointe classes at the same ballet company.  This ensures standardized ballet curriculum and technique and reduces confusion for the student.  Other forms of dance may be taken at other studios.  

All fees must be paid in a timely manner.  Tuition is due by your first JBT class in any given month.  There are no discounts for missed classes.  Performance and costume fees must be paid by due dates in order to be included in each performance.  Please include a note on your check to indicate what you are paying for and the amount for each item.  

Making a commitment to a performance requires attendance at all rehearsals.  Roles assignments are based solidly on the discretion of the artistic director, faculty or choreographer.  Technique, strength, turnout, body placement, ankle strength and instep are evaluated.  Height and proportion are also taken into consideration to make each student and group look its best.

Team Commitment 

As part of the JBT team, each member plays a critical role in each performance and is expected to see their commitment through to completion in a professional manner.  Upholding these values supports the development of discipline, commitment and team spirit that will serve JBT’s students well in their dance careers, their academic careers and their future professional careers.  

At JBT, we work together as a team to continue to achieve great successes.  We celebrate those successes and cherish the feelings of accomplishment and satisfaction.  We continue to increase JBT’s recognition in the Jacksonville community as THE ballet company of excellence.    

Commitment to JBT 

As members of the JBT team, we are keepers of the heart and soul of JBT.  We are responsible for ensuring that JBT continues as a thriving dance company.  JBT is a non-profit organization.  School tuition and performance fees are supplemented by monetary donations from benefactors, grants and donations of volunteer hours.  Families are asked to satisfy volunteer hours on a minimum of one committee for each performance.  

Students also contribute by securing business and personal ads for performance programs and are offered incentives of free tickets for secured ads.  Students also are responsible for “spreading the word” about JBT to attract new students to allow our team to grow and flourish.
